Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Ten years represent a good part of anyone’s life. That’s pretty much how long I’ve been your Archbishop. In some
ways it seems like just yesterday that | arrived in Hartford in December of 2013. In other ways, it seems like long ago and a
lot of water, as they say, has passed under the bridge.Life today presents many daunting challenges, especially for the
Church. I am grateful for the understanding and support of you, our Catholic people, and the collaboration of so many
talented, dedicated and competent individuals—clergy, religious and laity—all of whom have made these ten years
possible and dare | say, fruitful, in the sense of bringing forth good for the glory of God and the salvation of souls. All of
our priests in particular are owed a debt of gratitude as my closest and indispensable co-workers in shepherding,
sanctifying and teaching the flock entrusted to us.There are many things that | could say about all that has happened over
the past decade. Let me just highlight a few significant things.As for so many dioceses in our country and throughout the
world, “pastoral planning” looms large over these last ten years in an effort that is still “a work in progress” to revitalize
parish life by bringing parishioners together as they are today, not as they once were in the past and are no more. The
same can be said of our schools, which are now enjoying new growth and vitality in keeping with their Catholic identity.

The Scriptures, and Jesus Himself, praise good stewardship. On behalf of all those who have benefited, | want to thank
everyone for your generosity over the past decade to your parish, to special collections, the Archbishop’s Annual Appeal
and the “Forward with Faith” capital campaign, as well as Catholic Charities and many other “good works” that are an
essential part of a life of faith. More than one saint has spoken of the fact that in a mystical sense Christ continues to be
crucified until the end of time. Remember how even after His Resurrection, Jesus mysteriously still bears on His body the
marks of His wounds. His mystical body, the Church, suffers from betrayal and sin. In our own time nothing shows this
more than the sin and crime of sexual abuse of the vulnerable. | can only say that leaving no stone unturned we now have
the benefit of knowing that all clergy with some connection to the Archdiocese who have either had a credible claim of
sexual abuse of a minor asserted against them, or who have been the subject of a claim of a sexual abuse of a minor that
was settled by the Archdiocese, have been identified and their names published. Learning from the past, we remain ever
vigilant and proactive in preventing this evil, and we pray for the healing of victims.

My brothers and sisters, the times in which we live are a test of hope. Many people are discouraged by the direction
in which our country and the world appear to be headed. In the Church too we witness a diminishment of faith and
practice, and are stunned at the reality of sin even among those of us who are clergy. And if we are true to what the
Church teaches from Christ and the Gospel about faith and morals, we will quickly bring upon ourselves the world’s
criticism. Yet in all this, as Pope St. John Paul often reminded us, we have no reason to lose hope, or to falter in our steps,
or to put on a glum face. Hope is possible to the extent that we place our trust in Christ’s promises rather than anything
this world has to offer. If our hope was set on a perfect world, or even a perfect Church, created by human beings, then
we would have cause for despair. But God is the Lord of the world and of the Church. Mysteriously He makes all things—
good and bad—serve His plan and purpose, which is the triumph of His kingdom, and our triumph to the extent that we
are “in Christ.”

God does not disappoint. Like a distant horizon, our future and the purpose of our life may elude us, but only because
the goal transcends what we now can see. The danger is not that life is hopeless. The danger, as St. Augustine says, is that
on our journey toward hope’s goal we may become so distracted by our surroundings that we forget where we are
headed. In this fallen world sometimes the distractions of life consist of things that are very good, sometimes very evil.
Only a healthy sense of hope in the midst of good and evil keeps us moving forward on our journey to God. The wisdom of
these words does not come from me, but from the heart of the Church— from the Catholic Faith handed down faithfully
and lived heroically by all the saints, whether they are saints on the Church calendar, or God’s little ones hidden and
known only by their relatives, neighbors and friends. It is this hope-filled message that | wish to leave with you as |
complete my ministry as your Archbishop. To all those who offered me their help, support and encouragement; to those
who gave me that precious gift we call “the benefit of the doubt” amid all the voices raised in troubled times; to those
who have prayed with me and for me; to those who had a heart for the whole Archdiocese as one family of faith; and
above all to those who strive every day to live and bear witness to their Catholic faith in Christ to the best of their ability, |
say: Thank you and God bless you. As we welcome Archbishop Christopher Coyne as the next Archbishop of Hartford, may
Mary our Mother, St. Joseph, and Blessed Michael McGivney, intercede for him, so that, in the words of the liturgy, “what
he has received by divine commission he may fulfill by divine assistance” for the glory of God and the good of souls.

Drodzy Bracia i Siostry w Chrystusie,

Dziesig¢ lat to spora czes¢ zycia kazdego cztowieka. Mniej wigcej tyle czasu jestem waszym Arcybiskupem. Pod pewnymi
wzgledami wydaje mi si¢, przybywajac do Hartford w grudniu 2013 roku, jakby byto to zaledwie wczoraj. Pod innymi
wzgledami wydaje sig, ze bylo to dawno temu i mnéstwo wody, jak to si¢ mowi, przeptyneto pod mostem.

Dzisiejsze zycie stawia przed nami wiele trudnych wyzwan, w szczegoInosci przed Kosciotem. Jestem wdzigczny za
zrozumienie i wsparcie naszej wspolnoty katolickiej, oraz za wspolprace tak wielu utalentowanych, oddanych i
kompetentnych osdb — duchownych, 0sob zakonnych i swieckich — dzigki ktorym te dziesig¢ lat stato si¢ mozliwe i — $miem
twierdzi¢ — owocne, w sensie czynienia dobra na chwate Boza i zbawienia dusz. Szczegolny dlug wdzigcznosci mam do
wszystkich naszych kaptanow, moich najblizszych i niezastgpionych wspotpracownikow w postudze pasterskiej, uswigcaniu i
nauczaniu powierzonej nam owczarni.

O tym wszystkim, co wydarzylo si¢ w ciggu ostatniej dekady, mégtbym powiedzie¢ wiele. Zwrocg jednak tylko uwage na
Kilka istotnych rzeczy.

Jesli chodzi o wiele diecezji w naszym kraju i na calym $wiecie, w ciggu ostatnich dziesieciu lat ,,planowanie
duszpasterskie” (Pastoral Planning) wytonito si¢ na pierwszy plan w ramach wysitku, ktory wcigz jest ,,w toku”, majacego na
celu ozywienie zycia parafialnego poprzez jednoczenie wspdlnot parafialnych w takim stanie, w jakim sa dzisiaj, a nie tak jak
kiedy$ byly w przesztosci i juz ichnieisnieja. To samo mozna powiedzie¢ o naszych szkotach, ktére obecnie ciesza si¢ nowym
rozwojem i zywotnos$cia, zgodnie ze swoja katolicka tozsamoscia.

Pismo Swiete i sam Jezus wychwalaja dobre szafarstwo. W imieniu wszystkich, ktorzy skorzystali z pomocy, chce
podzickowac wszystkim za hojno$¢ w ciagu ostatniej dekady na rzecz waszych parafii, specjalnych zbiorek, Dorocznego
Apelu Arcybiskupa (Archbishop Annual Appeal) i specjalnej kampanii ,,Naprzod z wiarg” (Forward with Faith), a takze
katolickim organizacjom charytatywnym i wielu innym ,,dobrym dzielom”, ktére sa istotng cz¢$cia Zycia wiara.

Niejeden $wiety mowil o tym, ze w sensie mistycznym Chrystus pozostaje ukrzyzowany az do konca czasow. Pamigtajcie,
ze nawet po Zmartwychwstaniu Jezus w tajemniczy sposob nadal nosi na swoim ciele $lady swoich ran. Jego mistyczne ciato,
Kosciol, cierpi z powodu zdrady i grzechu. W naszych czasach nic nie ukazuje tego lepiej niz grzech i zbrodnia
wykorzystywania seksualnego na bezbronnych. Moi bracia i siostry, czasy, w ktorych zyjemy, sa proba nadziei. Wiele oséb
zniecheca kierunek, w jakim zdaje si¢ zmierzac nasz kraj 1 $wiat. Rowniez w Kosciele jestesmy $wiadkami ostabienia wiary i
praktyki i jestedmy zdumieni realno$cig grzechu nawet wsrod nas, duchownych. Jezeli pozostaniemy wierni temu, czego uczy
Kosciot w Chrystusie i Ewangelii na temat wiary i moralnosci, szybko sprowadzimy na siebie krytyke swiata.

Jednak w tym wszystkim, jak czesto przypominat nam papiez $w. Jan Pawet 11, nie mamy powodu traci¢ nadziei, zachwia¢
sie, czy przybiera¢ ponurg twarz. Nadzieja jest mozliwa w takim stopniu, w jakim poktadamy ufno$¢ w obietnicach Chrystusa,
a nie w czymkolwiek, co ma do zaoferowania ten $wiat. Gdyby$smy poktadali nadziej¢ w doskonatym $wiecie, a nawet w
doskonatym Kosciele stworzonym przez ludzi, mielibySmy powod do rozpaczy. Ale Bog jest Panem $wiata i Kosciota. W
tajemniczy sposob sprawia, ze wszystko — dobre i zte — stuzy Jego planowi i celowi, ktorym jest triumf Jego krélestwa i nasz
triumf w takim stopniu, w jakim jesteSmy ,,w Chrystusie”.

Bog nie zawodzi. Podobnie jak odlegly horyzont, nasza przysztos¢ i cel naszego zycia mogg namumykac, ale tylko dlatego,
ze cel wykracza poza to, co teraz mozemy zobaczy¢. Niebezpieczenstwo nie polega na tym, ze zycie jest beznadziejne.
Niebezpieczenstwo, jak mowi $w. Augustyn, polega na tym, ze w drodze do celu nadziei mozemy zostaé tak rozproszeni
przez otoczenie, ze zapomnimy, dokad zmierzamy. W tym upadlym $wiecie czasami rozproszenia zycia skladaja si¢ z rzeczy
bardzo dobrych, a czasami bardzo ztych. Tylko zdrowe poczucie nadziei po§rod dobra i zta pozwala nam posuwac si¢ naprzod
na naszej drodze do Boga.

Madros$¢ tych stow nie pochodzi ode mnie, ale z serca Kosciota — z wiary katolickiej przekazywanej wiernie i przezywanej
bohatersko przez wszystkich §wigtych, niezaleznie od tego, czy s to $wieci w kalendarzu koscielnym, czy tez maluczcy Bozy,
ukryci i znani wytacznie przez swoich krewnych, sasiadéw i przyjaciot.

To wiasnie to przepemione nadzieja przestanie pragng wampozostawic, konczac moja postuge jako wasz Arcybiskup.
Wszystkim, ktorzy zaoferowali mi pomoc, wsparcie i zachgte; tym, ktdrzy dali mi ten cenny dar, ktory nazywamy
»przywilejem watpliwosci” wsrod wszystkich glosow podnoszonych w niespokojnych czasach; tym, ktérzy modlili si¢ ze
mng i za mnie; tym, ktorzy calym sercem wspierali catg Archidiecezj¢ jako jedna rodzing wiary; a przede wszystkim tym,
ktorzy kazdego dnia staraja si¢ zy¢ i $wiadczy¢ o swojej katolickiej wierze w Chrystusa najlepiej jak potrafia, mowie: dzigkuje
i niech Bogwambtlogostawi.

Witajgc Arcybiskupa Christophera Coyne’a jako kolejnego Arcybiskupa Hartford, niech Maryja, nasza Matka, $w. Jozef'i
blogostawiony Michael McGivney, oredujg za nim, aby — jak méwi liturgia — ,.,to, co otrzymat z boskiego upowaznienia, mogt
wypelni¢ z pomoca Boza” na chwale Boza i dla dobra dusz.
