CHURCH ROOF REPLACEMENT 

SUMMARY 
The total cost of the church renovation, i.e., 
roof replacement, tower renovation, chimney 
repair and additional work such as 
replacement of bricks and filling in gaps in 
the wall at the front of the church, rectory 
and garage, covering the chimney with 
stainless steel, replacing the sheet metal on 
the tower with lead-coated copper and 
painting the tower to protect it from rain, 
amounted to $513,650.00 As of October 22, 
we have collected $451,721.70.
