July 4th 8:00 am Mass 
119th Anniversary of the Dedication of  

St. Michael the Archangel Church 
 
     In the early 1900s, the Polish people in the 
Valley wanted a church with a pastor who 
could speak to them in Polish. They had been 
attending Mass at St. Mary’s in Derby, but 
wanted their own priest.  In 1903, the original 
founders formed the St. Michael the 
Archangel Society, the purpose of which was 
to build a Polish Roman Catholic Church.  In 
August 1903, the Society bought a parcel of 
land on Derby Avenue, the same land upon 
which St. Michael’s currently sits.  Although 
they requested permission to build a parish 
from the Bishop in Hartford in 1903, it was not 
until July 15, 1905 that the Society was given 
permission to form St. Michael the Archangel 
parish.
